2nd horse $100, 3rd horse $60, 
4th horse $40, 5th horse $20 from the stakes. Handicapped by a staggered start. 
All riders to assemble at the Woolshed prior to the race. 
Horses must race in Station Saddle with breastplate,
girth and circingle. Catch Weight. Acceptance $5. Distance approx 800 metres.

2. JOHN GRIFFITH & CO LTD TINUI HIGHWEIGHT HANDICAP OPEN.
From Maiden to Open. Stakes of $500. Winner $225 and sweepstakes of $10 payable 
by each starter. 2nd horse $125, 3rd horse $75, 4th horse $50, 5th horse $25 from the 
stakes. Minimum weight 70kg. Acceptance $5. Distance approx 1200 metres.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:
1. The meeting will be subject to tides and conditions of beach.
2. Protests must be made in the hands of the Secretary, in writing,

within 5 minutes after the last horse has weighed in, accompanied
by $25 which may be forfeited if protest is not sustained.

3. No horse to nominate and accept in more than three (3) races.
4. Five (5) starters are the minimum number of horses required for a

race to be run.
5. All scratchings must be lodged at least 40 minutes prior to the

commencement of each race.
6. Full particulars and breeding of all registered horses must be given

on nomination of horses and that horse must be raced in bona-fide
owner’s name.

7. Stewards reserve the right to ballot and re-arrange the order of the
running of the races, of the course, and to accept late nominations.

8. Riders must be 15 years of age or over, and competent riders.
9. The sea wall is the running rail and markers will be used as a

guideline unless otherwise stated.

Skull caps and safety vests must be worn by all riders. Nominated 
colours must be worn.
